Photography’s technical and operational development is inseparable from political conflict. In the mid-1950s, top US military and intelligence officials believed that
innovations in aerial photography for reconnaissance were necessary to assess Soviet weapons capabilities, all while avoiding radar detection. The result of this
photographic desire would be a dramatic technological leap forward in high-altitude, high-speed aircraft equipped with complex camera systems created from

partnerships between government agencies, corporations, and academia. The spy planes developed for Cold War photoreconnaissance missions were the U-2
and its supersonic successor, Oxcart (also known as the SR-71). As I was researching the U-2 and Oxcart programs as well as other covert operations, I came

across many photographs of supersonic aircraft. Given the fast shutter speeds used to capture jets in transonic flight, they appear floating, perfectly still. Inspired
by the link between supersonic aircraft and photographic technology, I began to experiment with manipulating the photographs using audio software. This process

resulted in pictures that convey a heightened sense of kinetic energy and the passage of time.

I describe my sound environment. Sometimes an environmental sound overload. And then there is my mental noise. I include the general concept of soundscape,
in which the listener is also a participant. I try to explore. To explore the duality between the digital/virtual and the world, that is, the real world as an art installation.

Sound is a dynamic and active element of natural and artificial environments. Combining different sounds by creating collages to generate effects that are
imagined as realistic between images of worlds that exist only in my head. This reminds me of what D'Escrivan calls "imaginary hearing". Presence and audio in an
immersive visual reality called "Sequence 2.0" "minutes d'amour dans l'eau": Months and seasons pass, all indifferent. Love blossoms, love dies. Time moves on,
despite the withering of passion, the suffering of love. How to recognize the injustice - of our countries or of our desires - when all this is forgotten? This fragility -
the realization that everything is ephemeral, that even tenderness and carnal desires can be shattered - is the true feeling of these short films. Our days will pass,
we will be far away and soon forget.
